Why do we have a program?

* Influenza is the most common vaccine-preventable disease in
Australia. It is a common cause of hospitalisation and death in
Australia

 In 2023, there were 21,329 influenza cases notified, this is similar to
pre-COVID figures (23,403 in 2019) (WANIDD data)

* While influenza affects people of all ages, notification rates are
highest in children aged less than 10 years of age.

« Annual influenza vaccination is recommended for everyone aged 6
months and over, unless contraindicated.
